You will be aware that the combined and interrelated impacts of climate change and poverty are everywhere undermining our global health. As a signatory of the Climate and Health Council’s declaration, you will also be aware of the enormous benefits to health which will result from our tackling these problems.

As you know, the UN conference in Copenhagen in December 2009 is key. It is there that agreement will need to be secured from all member states to the post Kyoto international  framework. Both to play a part in shaping that framework,   and to maximise the likelihood of achieving support for it from all nations, including the US, health professionals need to ensure their views are heard, and heard well.

The Climate and Health Council has already established contacts with those involved in the negotiations. They have told us that a well supported health professional input to the discussions will be very helpful.
