Faslane 365; public action to call for decommissioning and dismantling of Trident and to
prevent its replacement with other nuclear warheads 

Faslane 365 is being organised by groups across the country and beyond to oppose Trident and its replacement. Groups of at least 100 people are being asked to take responsibility for the action for a 2 day period. For the initial phase, a minimum of 100 groups are needed to demonstrate for a day at a time. The autonomous groups will be there to oppose Trident, and at the same time they will be able to publicise their own specific issues. Given the deeply founded concerns that many health professionals have about the replacement of Trident, it is proposed to organise an informative and participative ‘health day’. This is in no way limited to health professionals - there is an opportunity and a need for as great a range of people to get involved as possible. 

The purpose of Faslane 365 is to promote peace and environmental sustainability, and call attention to the dangers of nuclear weapons. As such it is complementary to the long term work of Medact in this area. It affords an opportunity to participate in a very visible protest.
