France is preparing to carry out a new test of a future missile M51 at the end of this week. This is a complete violation of the Non-proliferation Treaty that our country signed in 1992. This violation of international law is a serious one; it will be done in secret.

Nevertheless, there is an official government document being prepared but its contents, and the choice that is being made in this matter of defence, is unavailable to the public.  We must break this wall of silence.

In order to do this, we are calling on you to help us.

Mr President,

I have come to learn that in the coming days, France will conduct a new launch test of the future missile M51 at the Test Center and Launch of Land Missiles at Biscarosse.  We ask you to stop this new test which constitutes a violation of the Non-proliferation Treaty, signed by France and 186 other states.

At a time when the international community is acting to limit nuclear proliferation in new states, France is losing its credibility by authorizing what it forbids to others.
Going through with this test would be a serious mistake committed by France.  It would add to the instability of our planet, which is already very much in danger due to the existence of 27,000 nuclear warheads.

I ask you to suspend the M51 missile program and to take the initiative to commit to the international process of nuclear disarmament by following the campaign for a convention to eliminate nuclear weapons proposed by the UN.
The billions of euros being used for the M51 Program could be saved for State funding for a real disarmament policy, to meet social needs, and for development aid.
